Log at least once a week on READSquared or on your paper log.1.

The Young Adult Services Librarian will keep track how much everyone logs.2.

Every week, come to the library to pick up your craft kit from the holds shelf.3.

At the end of the summer, all the participating teens will receive a final prize. 4.

All the teens that participated will also be entered in a raffle to win a grand prize! 5.

The more tickets-the higher your chances of winning a grand prize!a.

ADULTS (18+):
Log at least once a week on READSquared or on your paper log.1.

The Adult Services Librarian will keep track of everyone who logs. 2.

Every week there will be a drawing for prizes for those who have logged reading.3.

For each 100 points (one book) you get a raffle ticket. The more you read, the more

raffle tickets you will earn for the weekly prize.

different depending on which program you're enrolled in.)

Fill out the empty blocks with book title, author, pages read, minutes read, etc. 4.

Hit Submit! 5.

You will earn a certain amount of points and earn badges, raffle tickets, etc.

depending on your program!

Log at least once a week in the pre-k, children, or teen programs to earn a weekly

craft kit! Adults have chances every week to win a prize.
